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About the Inspection

The registration authority for independent schools is the Department for Education (DfE), which directs
inspection according to a specified frequency or at any time where the DfE has particular concerns about a
school. The Independent Schools Inspectorate (ISl) is the body approved by the Secretary of State for the
purpose of inspecting schools which are, or whose heads are, in membership of the associations which
form the Independent Schools Council (ISC) and reporting on the extent to which they meet the
Independent School Standards (“the standards”) in the Schedule to the Education (Independent School
Standards) Regulations 2014. Accordingly, inspection records whether the school meets each of these
standards, which are arranged in eight Parts, each of which is divided into separate paragraphs. For schools
which have early years provision, the inspection of settings which do not require registration also records
whether the school complies with key provisions of the Early Years Foundation Stage statutory framework,
and for registered settings the full range of the Early Years Foundation Stage provisions is considered.

SUMMARY EVALUATION

The school meets the standards in the schedule to the Education (Independent School
Standards) Regulations 2014, and relevant requirements of the statutory framework for the
Early Years Foundation Stage and associated requirements and no further action is required as a
result of this inspection.

The school uses its own framework to determine attainment.

The curriculum is documented, supported by appropriate plans and schemes of work for the pupils and
covers the required breadth of material. The teaching enables pupils to make good progress, encompasses
effective behaviour management and is supported by suitable resources. A suitable framework for the
assessment of pupil performance is in place.

They held discussions with teachers and senior members of staff, and with the chair of
governors and governors with nominated responsibility for safeguarding, health and safety, and the Early Years
Foundation Stage. They observed a sample of the extra-curricular activities that occurred during the inspection
period, and attended registration sessions and an assembly. Inspectors visited the facilities for sick or injured
pupils. The responses of parents and pupils to pre-inspection questionnaires were analysed, and the inspectors
examined regulatory documentation made available by the school.
